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CIB is an international project of teaching IT in Primary and Secondary Schools. It includes all areas of IT – text, graphics, tables, Internet, multimedia, programming. Projects teaching methodes are used because they enable:

· a large space for creativity

· systematic reviewing of achieved tools

· an effective usage of programmes

· a contact with other subjects (Maths, Arts, History, Science…)

· it respects child’s own pace

Organisation of IT (CIB) in a school year
Organisation of CIB is composed to blocks. On the website http://www.ict-edu.org  there are suggestions for planning education in the lower and the upper grade of primary schools – 6 to 15 yrs. (We prepare plans for secondary schools in a near future.) There are also a lot of projects and preparatory tasks – including a layout for children, instruction for teachers how to lead the project and usually some solutions. All these materials are free of charge; the school only has to register (free) at the mentioned pages.
In each project there is a space for: preparatory tasks, project itself and presentation. In short preparatoty tasks pupils adopt a certain number of new tools according their needs. After that they work on a project which includes both the areas they already know and the new tools. After finishing the project we suggest its presentation.
We suggest choosing preparatory tasks according to a project you want to do. The opposite way – choosing preparatory tasks first and then look for an adequate project would be difficult. 

Atmosphere during the lesson

We consider these principles in order to make a friendly and supportive athmosphere in your class. 

1. Motivation – tell children some interesting story, fairy tale, prepare games, competitions (giving all the same chance of succeding), etc. Do your best to motivate your students as it is the beginning of every success

2. Remember – teachers are only coordinators of all activities. They do not have to present complete information and limit children´s ideas. It is good to support learning from one child to another. Do not be afraid to use their knowledge and experience. Children understand their mates easier than adults. And it also helps the ones who are taking the role of teachers to master the task better.

3. Do not limit the movement – allow children to leave their place if they want to compare or consult their work with somebody else. (not interrupting  each other of course)

4. Let each child to work in its individual pace. The tasks and projects are planned to be handled by each child according to its abilities.

Principles of creating the methodology

When creating new tasks or methodology we recommend following these rules:

· Lead children towards using the most appropriate software and tools for each task. For example if we want from 6 – 7 years old child to draw a picture using a pencil or a brush in a graphic editor PAINTBRUSH he/she will lose the interest simply because kids can do this easily by hand (manually). Or don’t use the graphic editor for writing as it is more complicated than in a text editor. Let them to choose what they like.

· From the point of view of the whole project prefer a great variety of solution and avoid tasks with one correct answer. However, if you choose a task with a definite answer prepare several upgraded tasks. For example folding a picture (puzzle) in a graphic editor – start with a simple puzzle managable for all students. Following ones may be more challenging (turning some pieces horizontally or vertically in 180°), but not necessary to be handled by all.
· When appropriate we include other subjects in preparatory tasks or in projects – Art, Science, History, Maths, mother tongue, etc. It is important to keep the tasks manageable for children with an average knowledge in order not to discourage the child but to confirm the gained information

Other principles are:

· Divide bigger (difficult) tasks into partial tasks

· Emphasize presentation of students´ work

Project evaluation and presentation

Pupils introduce their work to other pupils in the class or at the parents meeting. This is very important! Some teachers may have experienced problems of presentation. Even pupils who produce quality work are not able to present their results well. I.T. is one of the subjects where it is possible to make improvements. It is important to encourage the presentation of work and giving a commentary to other students. The youngest ones may only say 1-2 sentences. The upper grade students may use a presentation programme. The ideal would be to cooperate with the native language teacher. Schools or interschool competitions are very good opportunities for demonstrating the creative skills developed.
